The מדרש in ויקרא רבא tells us that the מצוות of סוכה and ד’ מינים are closely linked. Yet when it comes to שבת we don’t bring the ד’ מינים because of the גזירה of "שמא יעבר" (perhaps you will carry outside the ערוב), but we do sit in the סוכה because no such גזירה applies. Even though halachically the difference between סוכה and ד’ מינים is very clear, we can still ask is there any deeper reason why on שבת the מצוה of ד’ מינים is מבטל while the מצוה of סוכה is not?
The שמן הטוב gives a beautiful and answer and with it gives us a deep insight into these 2 מצוות:

Perhaps we can compare these 2 מצוות with the מצוות of טלית and תפילין.  The חכמי הסוד explain that the טלית is the "אור המקיף" (the surrounding light) while the תפילין are the "אור הפנימי" (the inner light). The סוכה is like the טלית in that it envelops us and protects us from outside danger. On the other hand, we have the ד’ מינים which are similar to the תפילין. The essence of our תפילין are the ד' פרשיות written on scrolls that are hidden from our view. So too, the ד’ מינים is the “hidden” מצוה that we do either in our סוכה our in our shuls. From an outside perspective it is not visible. And therefore just like on שבת we don’t wear תפילין because שבת itself acts as an "אות" and as our אור הפנימי, so too we don’t bring ד’ מינים on שבת. 

I think we can take this deep idea that the שמן הטוב presents and apply it to our learning and our everyday lives. We know that when it comes to learning there is the שבכתב תורה and תורה שבעל פה. Perhaps we can say that the תורה שבכתב is the אור המקיף. It is part of the תורה that is more “visible” to us. Just open up your חומש and read and you are being מקיים the מצוה of תורה תלמוד. This is not always true when it comes to תורה שבעל פה. תורה שבעל פה is not as clearly “visible”. Most people can't just open up a גמ' and read it and understand it. To understand תורה שבעל פה and its tremendous intricacies takes time and effort. To uncover the wonders of תורה שבעל פה we must go beyond what we merely see on the surface. Thus it is our אור הפנימי. 

Everyone person as well has an אור המקיף and an אור הפנימי. The אור המקיף is how we represent ourselves to others and to the outside world. Are we kind to others? Do we greet everyone with סבר פנים יפות? Are we making a ה' קידוש? Our אור הפנימי deal with our inner feelings about our relationship to מצוות and Hashem. Are we doing this מצוה merely because I have to or because I love Hashem and am dedicated to Him? Do I have total אמונה and בטחון that whatever Hashem does is ultimately for good? 

A common theme that exists is that in all instances we require both the אור המקיף and אור הפנים. The holiday of סוכות wouldn’t be complete without both the מצוות of סוכה and ד’ מינים. Our תורה תלמוד wouldn’t be complete without both תורה שבכתב and תורה שבעל פה. And each and every one of as an individual wouldn’t be complete without both aspects of our inner and outer selves.
